2. Remove the two Cap Nuts (A) to release
the Backplate from the Mounting Bracket (B). op a)

3. Attach the Mounting Bracket to the Outlet Box (C) .
with two Machine Screws (D) provided. AN /

4. With the Backplate oriented with the drainhole G
down, extend the fixture wiring through the Canopy B 0 0
then connect the electrical leads from the fixture to D 0
the house supply wires, black to black and white to -
white, and secure with wirenuts provided (E). c F
Attach the house ground wire to the bare copper \_)
ground lead, then secure with the wirenut
provided (F). Push the excess wiring into the Outlet Box. amp

5. Align the circular openings on the Backplate and Canopy goor.ll;ig'uration shown is for
with the Threaded Posts (G) on the Mounting Plate. instructional purposes only. — =
Push the Canopy and Backplate over the Threaded Actual Socket Configuration
Posts until the Canopy is flush with the wall, then may vary.
secure with the Cap Nuts.

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6. With the power still off, insert 60 Watt Type A15 bulbs.
IMPORTANT: Due to the natural variations that occur with handcrafted glass,
it is possible the neck of the glass will require that a smaller diameter bulb be used.
If a smaller diameter is needed, use a 60 Watt Type B10 bulb.

7. Gently position Glass Diffuser (H) into the Backplate.
~ Secure with the four retaining screws (1).
H Do not overtighten the retaining screws.

b 8. Restore power.

Glass Diffuser shown is for example purposes, the
actual Glass Diffuser may be different in appearance.
